
Pettit Park, located along the To-
bacco River, offers both day and 
overnight use.  The park includes 
a total of 21 campsites, with 16 
electric sites and 5 nonelectric 
sites.  The park also has play-
ground equipment, picnicking ar-
eas, an accessible fishing pier, 
horseshoe pits, and restrooms with 
coin operated showers.  Individual 
campsites are available on a first 
come first serve basis, with reser-
vations being taken for parties re-
serving a minimum of four and a 
maximum of eight campsites.
