Intergovernmental Network/Broadband Project: For approximately the past eighte
months we have been working on developing a shared wide area computer network 1
technology related costs and to increase governmental efficiency.

Clare, the City oHarrison, the Village of Farwell, Surrey Township and the Clare, Farwe
Harrison Public Libraries.The initial benefit of this network includes the sharirigcontracte
communicationserviceswhich has saved and will continue to save the participating goverr
thousands of dollars annually.

The original vision of this quite ambitious project is to connect all governmental
throughout Clare Countthat want to connectto the intergovernmentaietwork through eith
wired connections or where necessary through wireless techrsmdfgat we cashare technolog
and reducdhe associateadtosts The first phase of this project is now being completed the¢
next phase of connectiragditionaltownship offices to the network is beginning to take si
Though this next phase of the project has its own unique challenges we remain confide
can be accomplisheithrough the same type of team effartd community focus that made
first phase possible.

The third phase of thigitiative is also in development at this time whimcludes th
extension of theshared broadband computer communications netwonkake it available f
everyonethroughout all of Clare County, particular those that currently do not have atc#ss
technology. This third phase also has some challenges, particularly within the slovest
economy. However, with the distributed access points created in the ongingipal project i
Clare, Farwell and Harrison along with the ever increasing capabilities of technologiie
creation ofpartnerships with commercial Internet Service Providers this vision can also sc
reality.
